The Directorate General of Health and Sanitation Monitoring at the  Ministry of Regional Municipalities and Water Resources in the Sultanate of Oman issued a circular with immediate effect to withdraw the well known table salt brand (NIZO) packaged in blue paper bags from public markets in Oman due to the non-compliance of the same with the specifications measurement and standards set for provision of Iodized salt to the Oman public markets.  

The newspaper added ”Iodine is an essential element for normal growth and development in man and animals, it is essential for growth and development and it is the cause of goiter and Brain damage at all ages beginning with the fetus during pregnancy.”
It is worth mentioning that the ICCIDD Regional Coordinator For Gulf and North Africa countries, had earlier this year met with health authorities and delivered a letter from the ICCIDD Executive Director to the Minister of Health Oman; urging Oman government to observe USI,and the availability of iodized salt in Oman market.
